HI P participants have financi al oskin in the game
make reasonable personal contributions to receive coverage.

The revamped plan stays true to consumer  -driven principles,
empowering Hoosiers to take personal responsibility for their own health. Due to the success of HIP
2.0, at least seven other states are looking to create similar plans.
