Kaiser Health
News [ f[w) (3/19, Galewitz) explained that if Healthy Indiana Plan’s monthly contributions seem “more like commercial insurance,” this
is “by design,” as does “the plan’s tough-minded approach to paying for low-income Americans’ health care.” The article acknowledged
the state’s Medicaid expansion “remains a singular experiment with an uncertain outcome” and its critics “‘worry” the “complexity could
make health care harder for the poor to access — the opposite of a core goal of expansion.”
